TI Staff (stability, collegiality, serving multiple constituencies)
TI Programming (Hebrew classes, understanding G-d classes, Erev Nashim, periodic book club, etc.)
Tl Services (Friday services attendance up 100%, Shabbat services up 50%, new format for Shabbat services introduced)

five children, five applications outstanding which consist of five families and two singles)

Expense budgebf approximately $550,000

Revenue shortfall last yeanf $45,000—tied pretty directly to market performance with the endowment funds (including loss of
Bookey Rabbinic Fund distribution). Shortfall was made up by Foundation.

Revenue shortfallof $50,000 projected for this year

Dues produce largest share of revenue. Current and prior year dues account for approximately 84% of our budget.
Approximately 60% of dues come from top 50 dues payers. Timely payment of dues is critical. Even in past years when
dues weren't paid timely we had to borrow against line of credit which causes us to have to pay interest. All members are
important, and particularly so for the upcoming capital campaign.

Fundraising Cantor’s concert was great last year and is scheduled for April this year, reinstating Arts and Heirlooms this year,
looking for any ideas for fundraising.

Des Moines Community Stable to growing, lots of jobs requiring skilled professionals. Significant Jewish presence is likely to
stay stable or grow. Younger generation becoming a voice at Tl and will lead us forward.

Jewish Community No possibility of unification with TBJ right now. TI board worked very hard on that in the past, but it is not
going to happen at this time. Beth El has become more traditional Orthodox.

Focus on Polk Boulevard Facility No capital campaign since 1977, structural problems with current facility. Have not done
much in way of building and remodeling here, and now is time to do that.

Building out West Facility contemplated was modeled on one located in Omaha. Cost is estimated at $4-4.5 million, Ashworth
property is still available, and congregation has supported moving west. Issue is whether we have the money to go west.
Commercial real estate market is weak.

Revitalization of Polk Facility Estimated cost is $1.5-2.5 million. This will reengineer the space to a more flexible space—including
replacing the school building with expanded parking, potential for five classrooms, and potential new front of building (facade).

Where we go from here Two weeks ago board voted to focus efforts on Polk Boulevard site.

Next steps Board has recommended fundraising effort of $2 million. Capital campaign is necessary. Will build only what we can
afford, no mortgage, will have to have construction loan until pledges become cash, build endowment fund for building, and
reach out to both community in Des Moines and congregants in other synagogues in U.S.

Where has Tl been, where is it today and where is it going?
Congregants need to think about that moving forward

Tl has been a place for social aspects for the community early on, during ‘60s and ‘70s Jewish community was allowed to
assimilate into Des Moines community, so social aspect became less a primary function

With that said, younger members have their children going to schools and belong to other organizations but they are looking for a
center for their children to gain and retain their Jewish identity

Tl has housed a lot of life cycle events in the past; again, many of those things that used to go on here have migrated to outside
locations (parks, hotels). The facility is not meeting the needs of congregants, hope the revitalization will encourage life cycle
events to move back here.

Tl has been a moral center and we will keep it that way.

Tl has been an educational center in the past.

Currently, Tl really helps those in the contemporary world connect with traditions.

TI will continue to help members enhance and retain Jewish identity—being Jewish in today’s world.

Tl has been a center providing support—moral, religious, emotional and financial. We plan to continue to provide it in the future.
The future will continue to evolve and become stronger by looking at what the Conservative Movement has to offer our
congregants.

Next steps to look for how we can not only maintain this congregation, but retain Conservative aspects.

Need to look at not only what Tl has done for us but for our families. Many of congregants no longer have their children here. But
we need to look at how we can help generations of the future carry on this tradition.

Will have meeting of campaign committee very soon. Then will have meetings(s) to finalize the plans. Input from congregation will
go into the plans. Not everyone’s wishes will go into the plans, but we will try to accommodate as much as we can to make
this the TI with which everyone feels comfortable.

Each congregant will be contacted personally by committee member to ask for their assistance.

Will post plans to website as they become available so that everyone can view them.

Will do outreach outside of Des Moines to families that used to be part of the congregation in the past.
Will try to have campaign finished by annual meeting in May.

Don’t have all the answers today, but will respond to any questions.

Will try to keep everyone as informed as possible, trying to be as transparent as possible.

Feel free to contact Don or any of the committee members.

One thing that is very important is that $2 million should be the minimum for which we shoot. Goal is to shoot for $2.5-3 million to
create an endowment, which is very important. Many of the things that go on at Caspe Terrace are made possible by the
endowment that was created at the time it was built. It is prudent to try to build a foundation today to maintain the facility so
in the future individuals are not burdened.

Questions
1. What about the kitchen, does it stay as kitchen? ( Yes.)

2. How much money is in Foundation and are any or all funds restricted from use in this campaign? (Foundation right now has about
$1.8 million, % of that is Bookey Fund which is restricted. Have not yet had a conversation with the Foundation about using all or
some of remainder for campaign.)

But if there is a gap at end of campaign could we use it? (Would definitely have that conversation with Foundation.)

Timeline? When would construction begin? (As we go through process that we envision, we would like to have everything raised
and ready to go in May. Anticipate construction would start in August, but would still be able to use sanctuary or chapel for services
during construction.)

Typical bar or bat mitzvah is 100-150, so how would seating work in between switching out for social after service? (Total seating
could be as much as 330, would have to have crew to switch out.)

Could you use the chapel area and atrium area for eating? (Yes.)

Estimate for revamping the sanctuary? (To fix up sanctuary was around $2-2.5 million for just that portion. If we cannot raise
enough money to demolish existing sanctuary, we would just mothball it. Shut off systems, lock the doors, etc. Again, everything is
based on money. )

If we are $120,000 short, could we do the same thing with the school wing—i.e., mothball it? (Yes, if it were absolutely necessary.)

Rather than making the tear down at the level of the garden, why not make it further east to save the garden? And, would those
hallways accommodate offices and allow for one or two other classrooms? (Yes, we could. The reason it is set where it currently is,
is because we can use part of the existing wall.)

Assuming this plan goes forward and construction starts in August, when would it be completed? (Once awards were given for bids,
should be in the four month range for interior remodeling project. If we demolished the front and redid it, closer to 8 months.)

What happens if there is a really large bar or bat mitzvah—over 330 capacity? (Again, the space is flexible, there are options we
can explore.)

Concerned about switching from sanctuary to a dining hall. After sitting in services people are tired and hungry. Would they stay
for a 20-30 minute switch out? (We will just have to work with what we have. We are limited in funds and will do the best with
what we have. It may not be ideal, but it will still be vibrant and meet the majority of our needs.)

What about being able to work in the kitchen while space is being used as a sanctuary etc? (We are developing ways to section off
the kitchen to prevent sound carry over.)

Will we be able to incorporate more “green” or energy efficient things into the design? (Absolutely. Even just using modern,
efficient HVAC, light fixtures designed for compact fluorescent lighting or lights with motion detection helps a lot. There are a lot of
things we can do that will make a big difference.)

Comments: We aren’t used to switching over purposes from sanctuary to social, but it really is being done all over. People moved
out into main areas, could serve drinks or appetizers. Lots of options.

Anyone who wants to be involved in the architectural or interior design, please let us know.
